Master of Public Health in Maternal and Child Health

(Health professional license and 2 years experience required)

Licensed health care professionals with a Masters in
Public Health (MPH) in Maternal and Child Health are public
health specialists who play a key role in preventing illness and
improving health for mothers and children. Functions include
planning, managing, and evaluating programs; teaching health
professionals; consulting; conducting research; and advocating
for public health policy.

Graduates work in many settings including
underserved urban and rural areas nationally and
internationally. They are employed by public health
agencies at local, state, and national levels, com-
munity-based organizations, acute care facilities,
schools, church and mission agencies, and interna-
tional government and non-government organiza-
tions.

Graduate Program in Maternal and Child Health

The curriculum offers core public health content, research
and planning skills, and electives that address the health
needs of mothers and children. Part-time and full-time pro-
grams are offered in traditional and intensive formats.

Requirements for Admission
To be eligible for admission to this major, you must have a
bachelor s degree from an accredited college or university with
a grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 or better (on a 4.0 scale).
A limited number of students whose background and experi-
ence show potential for success but whose GPAs are slightly
less than 3.0 are admitted on a provisional basis. All applicants
must:
Submit scores of the Graduate Record Examination
(GRE) or MCAT;
Possess a professional license in a medical or health-
related discipline (such as RN, MD, DDS, LSW, RD,
RPT):
Have 2 years of relevant clinical or public health
experience in the eld of maternal and child health;
and
Demonstrate college-level conceptualization and
writing skills.
